These instructions make
one standard size
pillowcase, approximately
30" x 20"

MATERIALS

Fabric A: 3/4 yd for pillowcase Body
Fabric B: 1/3 yd for pillowcase Cuff
Fabric C: 1/8 yd for Accent Strip

CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS

Fabric A: Cut one piece 27" x 42” for Body of pillowcase
Fabric B: Cut one piece 10” x 42” for Cuff of pillowcase
Fabric C: Cut one piece 3” x 42” for Accent Strip

INSTRUCTIONS

*Use 1/2” seams throughout

Step 1
Press the 3" x 42” Accent

Strip (Fabric C) in half

lengthwise.

Step 2

Sew the folded Accent Strip
to the right side of the 42”
length of the pillowcase
Body fabric (Fabric A).

Step 3
Sew the Cuff (Fabric B,

unfolded) along the same
edge, over the Accent Strip.
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Step 4

Press the Accent

Strip towards

press

pillowcase Body
and the Cuff away
from Body.

Press the seams of
both the Accent Strip

and the Cuff towards
the opening of the
pillowcase.

Step 5

Fold the pillowcase right sides
together along the length of the
pillowcase. Sew the bottom and
the length using a 1/2” seam.
Use a zigzag stitch or serger
stitch to finish the edges.

Step 6
Turn raw edge of Cuff under
1/2”. Press.

Turn Cuff down 4 1/2”, matching
folded edge to seam. Baste in
place.

Step 7

Turn pillowcase right side out.

Top stitch Cuff through all
layers, 1/8” from seam.

Step 8
Pillow fight!
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
